A volunteer from the Osceola Animal Control contacted me regarding an elderly 
PWD brought into a shelter. He was brought into the shelter with his puppy 
book, so we knew exactly who he was, birth date, and breeder.  The woman 
who owned him passed away and her husband did not want the responsibility of 
this elderly boy. Teddy is 13. He needed a grooming “tune up.” His ears had as 
much hair in them as on them and, once cleared, reveled the reason for his 
odor. A trip to the vet  for medication has that problem under control. His nail 
care was neglected and, along with his age, his back legs sort of walk like he 
has had one to many drinks, but his temperament is that of the likable clown. 
Even before I picked Teddy up, Mike Gallagher contacted me to offer to foster 
this boy, and after being informed that  he was 13 realized that he would proba-
bly be his permanent foster home. Mike had lost his boy Luci this past March so 

he is quite aware of the special atten-
tion an elderly dog demands. 

Mike contacted his breeder in Con-
necticut and let her know he was tak-
ing in a rescue. She happened to have 
another dog that needed a special 
home, he also agreed to take this boy 
and, before picking up Teddy, ran up to 
the Northeast to pick up D.J. a six year 
young dog that was starved for attention as well as exercise and good food. 
Mike’s comment when I asked if he was sure he could handle both boys was 
lovely, he said “Teddy is like the messenger, without him I would not have got-
ten this other guy.” These dogs blend in well with his girl Tiki and he has more 

than enough love, time and energy to train and make a perfect home for them all.  

Rescue dogs are not always the perfect age and they are not always well behaved. To take in a rescue you must be 
committed to the breed and be prepared to work with these dogs until they are the perfect dog for you.

The Florida Legislature Geared Back Up in March 
Predictably, we are seeing a few of the bad ideas that failed in past sessions resurface again. One of those bills is HB 
543, recycled by State Representative Perry Thurston, which seeks to eliminate language in Florida statute (Chapter 
767.14) that prohibits a dog from being declared dangerous based on its breed. 

This concept was derailed last time after an outpouring of opposition from concerned dog lovers and animal experts. We 
must once again make our voices heard on this important issue and encourage lawmakers to reject any law that would 
allow discrimination against certain breeds. 

The web address below is a very easy tool for our club members to write their representative to oppose this new bill in-
troduced by Rep. Thurman.  There is not a companion bill in the Senate yet.....we need to try and keep it that way. 

All you have to do is click on the address below, and scroll to the bottom of the page. Input your personal information 
and pick which talking point(s) you wish to use.  I even inserted my own comments. 

Easy and quick....it took me less than 5 minutes--with adding some of my own comments. If we don't let our voices be 
heard, we will have to live with the consequences. 



Spring Garden Toxins — Warning 

Due to their natural curiosity, their love of digging, and their tendency to consume anything they come across, dogs are at 
a high risk for accidental poisoning. This can be particularly true in spring, as front gardens and backyards come to life 
with new growth, and as dogs and their owners spend more time outdoors.  

· Toxic bulbs, plants and flowers include tulips, hyacinths, daffodils, certain lilies, crocus, and lily of the valley.  

· Harmful fertilizers and ground cover include cocoa mulch, blood meal, bone meal, and any fertilizer containing 
disulfoton or organophosphates. 

Store all poisonous substances in your home, garage, and yard out of reach of your curious canine, and block access to 
potentially harmful bulbs and flowers. If you suspect your dog has ingested a poison, call your veterinarian at once OR 
dial the Pet Poison Helpline at 800-213-6680 .
